Erasmus internships

The Erasmus programme aliows
university students to complete
an internship in a different coun-
try within Europe. Such an intern-
ship can be hased within a private
comparny or other types of organi-
sation. students can receive spon-
sarship for a placement lasting
between three and twetve months
whether it is a compulsory part of
their studies or an optional addi-
tion to their degree. At present,
33 countries take part in the pro-
gramme, including all EU' mamber
states, Turkey and the EFTAJEEA
oountries of iceland, Liechtenstein
and Norway. The BEFS group of-
fers internships within this pro-
gramme to advance the relation-
ships betwesn the group compa-
mies and their different locations.

My imtemship focused on construction and
the use of production drawings using 2D
and 30 CAD programmes. For instance,

looks like and how such a piece of equip-
ment is put together | also had the oppor-
tunity to draft designs as part of the
project planning for new proposals.

On s0me DoCEsons |was also present dur-
ing power plant construction projects.| was
able to act as an interpreter for some of
the employees at Duro Dakovic Montaza
because | can speak fluent Croatian and
Garman. it was really interesting to put
my theonetical knowledge from university
into practice — not only by designing com-
ponents at the drawing board, but aiso
by seeing for myself just how these parts
wera put to usa in the power plant.

During my time s an intern, | was men-
tored by Andre Engelmann and aAstrid
Gremme. They stayed by my side, show-
ing me how departmental processes
work and helped me with any questions
or problems. | learned a great deal in this
short time and got a very good insight into
everyday practical matters. And this was
exactly what | liked most about my intern-
ship.
